
Teamwork Gets The Job Done

Nehemiah 3
      NOTES


Rebuilders never rebuild alone.

· Rebuilders start with their goal in mind

· They always seize their opportunities.

· They made a careful analysis of their situation.

· They get off dead center.

· They stay on track – they stay focused.

Exodus 18:13-14; Exodus 18:17-23 

Matthew 28:18-20 (NASB) "All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age."

Principle One: Set clear and specific OBJECTIVES.

Nehemiah 3:1 (NLT) “Then Eliashib the high priest and the other priests started to rebuild at the Sheep Gate. They dedicated it and set up its doors, building the wall as far as the Tower of the Hundred, which they dedicated, and the Tower of Hananel.”

1 Corinthians 3:5-11 (NLT) “After all, who is Apollos? Who is Paul? We are only God’s servants through whom you believed the Good News. Each of us did the work the Lord gave us. I planted the seed in your hearts, and Apollos watered it, but it was God who made it grow. It’s not important who does the planting, or who does the watering. What’s important is that God makes the seed grow. The one who plants and the one who waters work together with the same purpose. And both will be rewarded for their own hard work. For we are both God’s workers. And you are God’s field. You are God’s building. Because of God’s grace to me, I have laid the foundation like an expert builder. Now others are building on it. But whoever is building on this foundation must be very careful. For no one can lay any foundation other than the one we already have—Jesus Christ.”

Principle Two: Pick the RIGHT person for the RIGHT job.

Nehemiah 3:23 (NLT) “After them, Benjamin and Has hub repaired the section across from their house, and Azariah son of Maaseiah and grandson of Ananiah repaired the section across from his house.”

Nehemiah 3:1 (NLT) “Then Eliashib the high priest and the other priests started to rebuild at the Sheep Gate. They dedicated it and set up its doors, building the wall as far as the Tower of the Hundred, which they dedicated, and the Tower of Hananel.

1 Corinthians 12:14-18 (NLT) “Yes, the body has many different parts, not just one part. If the foot says, “I am not a part of the body because I am not a hand,” that does not make it any less a part of the body. And if the ear says, “I am not part of the body because I am not an eye,” would that make it any less a part of the body? If the whole body were an eye, how would you hear? Or if your whole body were an ear, how would you smell anything? But our bodies have many parts, and God has put each part just where he wants it.”

Principle Three: Be willing to set an EXAMPLE.

Nehemiah 4:21&23 (NLT) “We worked early and late, from sunrise to sunset. And half the men were always on guard. … During this time, none of us—not I, or my relatives, or my servants, or the guards who were with me—ever took off our clothes. We carried our weapons with us at all times, even when we went for water.”

Judges 7:17 (NASB) “He said to them, "Look at me and do likewise. And behold, when I come to the outskirts of the camp, do as I do.”

Philippians 4:8-9 (NLT) “And now, dear brothers and sisters, one final thing. Fix your thoughts on what is true, and honorable, and right, and pure, and lovely, and admirable. Think about things that are excellent and worthy of praise. Keep putting into practice all you learned and received from me - everything you heard from me and saw me doing.”

1 Peter 2:21 (NLT) “For God called you to do good, even if it means suffering, just as Christ suffered for you. He is your example, and you must follow in his steps.”

Principle Four: Hold one another ACCOUNTABLE.

Nehemiah 3:5; 27 (NASB) “Moreover, next to him the Tekoites made repairs, but their nobles did not support the work of their masters…Then came the people of Tekoa, who repaired another section across from the great projecting tower and over to the wall of Ophel.”
· Jesus uses the same process in building up his church. He assigns tasks and delegates duties. He appoints some to various assigned responsibilities.

Ephesians 4:11 (NLT) “Now these are the gifts Christ gave to the church: the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, and the pastors and teachers.”
· Each person is given gifts and called to do the work of ministry.

Ephesians 4:12 (NLT) “Their responsibility is to equip God’s people to do his work and build up the church, the body of Christ.”
· He set the example and expects leadership to be an example.

1 Peter 2:21 (NLT) “For God called you to do good, even if it means suffering, just as Christ suffered for you. He is your example, and you must follow in his steps.”
Philippians 4:9 (NLT) “Keep putting into practice all you learned and received from me—everything you heard from me and saw me doing.”
· Each are held accountable for the building up of the Body until we all reach to the unity of the faith.

Ephesians 4:13 (NLT) “This will continue until we all come to such unity in our faith and knowledge of God’s Son that we will be mature in the Lord, measuring up to the full and complete standard of Christ.”
There are at least three elements to accountability.

1. ASSIGN a task that is reasonable and attainable.

2. INSPECT the work as it progresses.

3. ENCOURAGE those who work toward the vision.
