Mark 12:30 (NCV) “Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind and with all your strength.”  

Rev. 4:11b (NLT) "You (God) created everything, and it is for your pleasure that they exist and were created."         



Matt. 22:37-38 (NIV) “Love the Lord your God... This is the first and greatest commandment.”   
Worship is knowing and loving God back.
Romans 12:1 (Amp) “I appeal to you therefore, brethren, and beg of you in view of all the mercies of God, to make a decisive dedication of your bodies – presenting all your members and faculties – as a living sacrifice, holy (devoted, consecrated) and well pleasing to God, which is your reasonable (rational, intelligent service and spiritual worship.”

 WORSHIP is MY RESPONSE to God’s love.
Worship is just the way I react to God. It’s how I respond, to God when He loves me.
WORSHIP is GIVING BACK to God.

1.   WORSHIP is focusing your ATTENTION on God. 

Psalms 1:2  “on His word he does meditate day and night.”

Psalm 139:1-3 (CEV) “You have looked deep into my heart, Lord, and you know all about me. You know when I am resting or when I am working...You notice everything I do and everywhere I go.”


 


 

Romans 8:7 (Msg) “Focusing on yourself is the opposite of focusing on God. Anyone completely absorbed in self ignores God, and ends up thinking more about self than God.”

Romans 12:2a (Msg) “Don't become so well-adjusted to your culture that you fit into it without even thinking. Instead, fix your attention on God.”   

Matthew 6:6 (Msg) “Find a quiet, secluded place so you won't be tempted to role-play before God. Just be there as simply and honestly as you can manage. The focus will shift from you to God, and you will begin to sense His grace.”   

Psalm 105:4 (TEV) “Worship Him continually.” 

Isaiah 26:3 (NLT) “You will keep in perfect peace all who trust in You, whose thoughts are fixed on You!” 

2.  WORSHIP IS expressing my AFFECTION to God. 

1 John 4:19 (KJV) “We love Him, because He first loved us.”

Jeremiah 9:23-24 (Msg) “Don’t let the wise brag of their wisdom. Don’t let heroes brag of their exploits. Don’t let the rich brag of their riches. If you brag, brag of this and this only:  That you understand and know me.  I’m God, and I act in loyal love.  I do what’s right and set things right and fair and delight in those who do the same things.”
Exodus 34:14b (NLT) “He is a God who is passionate about His relationship with you.”

3.  Worship is using my ABILITIES for God. 
Colossians 3:23 (TEV) “Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as though you were working for the Lord and not for people.”

 

Romans 12:1 (NASB) “… present you bodies a living and holy sacrifice, acceptable to God, which is your spiritual service of worship.”
