Introduction:

Proverbs 11:30b (NIV) “He who wins souls is wise.”

The person who involves himself or herself in soul winning has the skills to live their life after the pattern that God has established in His word.

Colossians 1:28 (NIV) “We proclaim Him, admonishing every man and teaching every man with all wisdom, so that we may present every man complete in Christ.”
1 Timothy 3:15 -16 (NLT) “If I am delayed, you will know how people must conduct themselves in the household of God. This is the church of the living God, which is the pillar and foundation of the truth. Without question, this is the great mystery of our faith: Christ was revealed in a human body and vindicated by the Spirit. He was seen by angels and announced to the nations. He was believed in throughout the world and taken to heaven in glory.”
First:  We proclaim the INCARNATION of God in Christ.

Philippians 2:8 (MSG) “Having become human, he stayed human. It was an incredibly humbling process. He didn’t claim special privileges. Instead, he lived a selfless, obedient life and then died a selfless, obedient death—and the worst kind of death at that: a crucifixion.”

John1: 14 (NLT) “So the Word became human and made his home among us. He was full of unfailing love and faithfulness. And we have seen his glory, the glory of the Father’s one and only Son.”

Hebrews 2:14 (NLT) “Because God’s children are human beings—made of flesh and blood—the Son also became flesh and blood. For only as a human being could he die, and only by dying could he break the power of the devil, who had the power of death.”

Galatians 4:4 (RSV) “But when the fullness of time had come, God sent his Son, born of a woman, born under the law, 5in order to redeem those who were under the law, so that we might receive adoption as children.”
John 14:9 (NASB) “Whoever has seen me has seen the Father.”
Hebrews 1:2-3 (ESV) “In these last days he has spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed the heir of all things, through whom also he created the world. 3He is the radiance of the glory of God and the exact imprint of his nature, and he upholds the universe by the word of his power.”
Second: We proclaim his DEATH and VINDICATION.

1 Timothy 3:16 (NIV) “He was vindicated in the Spirit.”

Romans 1:3-4 (NLT) “The Good News is about his Son, Jesus. In his earthly life he was born into King David’s family line, 4and he was shown to be the Son of God when he was raised from the dead by the power of the Holy Spirit. He is Jesus Christ our Lord.
1 Corinthians 15: 3-4 (NLT) “I passed on to you what was most important and what had also been passed on to me. Christ died for our sins, just as the Scriptures said. He was buried, and he was raised from the dead on the third day, just as the Scriptures said.”
Third:  We proclaim his RESURRECTION and ASCENSION.

John 13:3 (NLT) “Jesus knew that the Father had given him authority over everything and that he had come from God and would return to God.”
John 14:1-2 (RSV) “In my Father’s house there are many dwelling places. If it were not so, would I have told you that I go to prepare a place for you? And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and will take you to myself, so that where I am, there you may be also.”
1 Corinthians 15: 3-4 (NLT) “I passed on to you what was most important and what had also been passed on to me. Christ died for our sins, just as the Scriptures said. He was buried, and he was raised from the dead on the third day, just as the Scriptures said.”
Hebrews 7:25 (RSV) “Consequently he is able for all time to save those who approach God through him, since he always lives to make intercession for them.”
Fourth: We proclaim his GLORIOUS return.

John 14:1-6 (NIV) “Do not let your heart be troubled; believe in God, believe also in Me. “In My Father’s house are many dwelling places; if it were not so, I would have told you; for I go to prepare a place for you. “If I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and receive you to Myself, that where I am, there you may be also. “And you know the way where I am going.” Thomas said to Him, “Lord, we do not know where You are going, how do we know the way?” Jesus said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life; no one comes to the Father but through Me.”
Acts 1:11 (RSV) “This Jesus, who has been taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way as you saw him go into heaven.”
1 Corinthians 11:20 (NLT) “For every time you eat this bread and drink this cup, you are announcing the Lord’s death until he comes again.”
