NOTES


Matthew 6:9 (NASB) “So do not be like them; for your Father knows what you need before you ask Him. “Pray, then, in this way: ‘Our Father who is in heaven, Hallowed be Your name.”
God wants you to think of Him as your Father.  

First:  God is a CARING and COMPASSIONATE Father.
Psalms 103:13 (NLT) “As a father has compassion on his children, so the Lord has compassion on those who honor Him.”  

Psalm 138:8 (NKJV) “The Lord will perfect that which concerns me; Your

mercy, O Lord, endures forever.”

1 Peter 5:7 (NIV) “casting all your anxiety on Him, because He cares for you.” 
Matthew 6:31-32(NIV) “Do not worry then, saying, ‘What will we eat?’ or ‘What will we drink?’ or ‘What will we wear for clothing? ... for your heavenly Father knows that you need all these things.”

Second:  God is a CONSISTENT and DEPENDABLE Father.

James 1:17(NLT) “Every good and perfect gift is from the Father who does not change like shifting shadows.”  

2 Timothy 2:13 (HCSB) “Even if we are faithless, He remains faithful for He cannot disown Himself.”  

Romans 11:29 (MSG) “God’s gifts and God’s call are under full warranty—never canceled, never rescinded. 

Romans 10:11 (NASB) “For the Scripture says, “Whoever believes in Him will not be disappointed.”

Third: God is a CLOSE and AVAILABLE Father.

Acts 17:26-27 (MSG) “Starting from scratch, he made the entire human race and made the earth hospitable, with plenty of time and space for living so we could seek after God, and not just grope around in the dark but actually find him. He doesn’t play hide-and-seek with us. He’s not remote; he’s near.”

1.  God is never too busy for me.  

2.  God loves to meet my needs.

3.  God is sympathetic to my hurts.  

Hebrews 4:15 (NKJV) “For we do not have a High Priest who cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but was in all points tempted as we are, yet without sin.”

Fourth:  God is a COMPETENT father.  

Luke 1:37 (NIV) “For nothing is impossible with God.”  

Ephesians 3:20 (MSG) “God can do anything, you know—far more than you could ever imagine or guess or request in your wildest dreams! He does it not by pushing us around but by working within us, his Spirit deeply and gently within us.”

How do I get God to be my heavenly Father?  

John 14: 6-7 (NASB) “I am the way, and the truth, and the life; no one comes to the Father but through Me. If you had known Me, you would have known My Father also; from now on you know Him, and have seen Him.”

Galatians 3:26 (NASB) “For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus.” 

1.  By birth –that’s called being born again.  

John 3:3 (NASB) “Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born again he cannot see the kingdom of God.”

1 Peter 1:3 (NLT) “All praise to God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. It is by his great mercy that we have been born again, because God raised Jesus Christ from the dead. Now we live with great expectation.”

2.  By adoption – by being adopted into God’s 

family.  

Ephesians 1:5 (NLT) “God decided in advance to adopt us into his own family by bringing us to himself through Jesus Christ. This is what he wanted to do, and it gave him great pleasure.” 

Romans 8:15 (NASB) “For you have not received a spirit of slavery leading to fear again, but you have received a spirit of adoption as sons by which we cry out, “Abba! Father!” 

John 1:12 (NLT) “To those who believed on Him and received Him, He gave them the right to become the children of God.”
