NOTES


“I will exalt you, my God and King, and praise your name forever and ever. I will praise you every day; yes, I will praise you forever. Great is the LORD! He is most worthy of praise! No one can measure his greatness. “     Psalm 145 (NLT)

I. Four reason for praising the greatness of our God.

First, David praises God for the greatness of His REDEMPTION. 

Ps 145:4-7 (MSG) “Generation after generation stands in awe of your work; each one tells stories of your mighty acts. Your beauty and splendor have everyone talking; I compose songs on your wonders. Your marvelous doings are headline news; I could write a book full of the details of your greatness. The fame of your goodness spreads across the country your righteousness is on everyone’s lips.”

Second, David praises God for the greatness of His COMPASSION. 

Psalm 145:8-9(MSG) ”God is all mercy and grace — not quick to anger, is rich in love. God is good to one and all.”

Exodus 34:6 (NASB) "The LORD, the LORD, the compassionate and gracious God, slow to anger, abounding in love and faithfulness ...”

Third, David praises God for the greatness of His KINGDOM. 

Psalm 145:10-13 (NLT) “All of your works will thank you, LORD, and your

faithful followers will praise you. They will speak of the glory of your kingdom;

they will give examples of your power. They will tell about your mighty deeds

and about the majesty and glory of your reign. For your kingdom is an

everlasting kingdom. You rule throughout all generations.”

Daniel 4:34-35 (NIV) “His dominion is an eternal dominion; his kingdom endures from generation to generation. All the peoples of the earth are regarded as nothing. He does as he pleases with the powers of heaven and the peoples of the earth. No one can hold back his hand or say to him: "What have you done?"

Fourth, David praises God the greatness of His FAITHFULNESS.
Psalm 145:13b-20 (NASB) “Your dominion Endures throughout all generations.

The LORD sustains all who fall and raises up all who are bowed down. The

eyes of all look to You, and You give them their food in due time. You open

Your hand and satisfy the desire of every living thing. The LORD is righteous in

all His ways and kind in all His deeds. The LORD is near to all who call upon

Him, to all who call upon Him in truth. He will fulfill the desire of those who fear

Him; He will also hear their cry and will save them. The LORD keeps all who

love Him, but all the wicked He will destroy.”

God's faithfulness is shown in four ways. 

1. He gives help to the falling (vs 14). 

2. He gives food to all His creatures (vs 15-16). 

3. He answers those who pray (vs 18-19).

4.  He gives protection to all those who are His (vs 20). 

II. The Benefits of knowing our awesome God.

First:  CONFIDENCE
Daniel 11:32b (NASB) “The people who know their God will display strength and take action.”

Second:  SECURITY
Psalm 46:1-3  (NLT) “God is our refuge and strength, always ready to help in

times of trouble. So we will not fear when earthquakes come and the mountains

crumble into the sea. Let the oceans roar and foam. Let the mountains tremble

as the waters surge!”

Ephesians 1:13-14 (NASB) “In Him, you also, after listening to the message of truth, the gospel of your salvation—having also believed, you were sealed in Him with the Holy Spirit of promise, who is given as a pledge of our inheritance, with a view to the redemption of God’s own possession, to the praise of His glory.”

Third:  WISDOM
Ephesians 1:17 (NIV) “That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory; may give to you a spirit of wisdom and of revelation in the knowledge of Him.”

Wisdom is spiritual insight for earthly application, the ability to know what God wants and the know-how to apply it where you live.
Proverbs 9:10 (MSG) “Skilled living gets its start in the Fear-of-God, insight into life from knowing a Holy God.”

2 Peter 1:2-3 (MSG) “I write this to you whose experience with God is as life-changing as ours, all due to our God’s straight dealing and the intervention of our God and Savior, Jesus Christ. Grace and peace to you many times over as you deepen in your experience with God and Jesus, our Master.”

Fourth: SPIRITUAL FRUIT
Colossians 19-10 (NLT) “So we have not stopped praying for you since we first heard about you. We ask God to give you complete knowledge of his will and to give you spiritual wisdom and understanding. Then the way you live will always honor and please the Lord, and your lives will produce every kind of good fruit. All the while, you will grow as you learn to know God better and better.”

Application:

Since it’s true that nothing else in life will come into proper focus
