4. Salt SANCITFIES.

Isaiah 1:18 (HCSB) “Come, let us discuss this,” says the Lord.  “Though your sins are like scarlet, they will be as white as snow; though they are as red as crimson, they will be like wool.”

A. Be pure in SPEECH.

Colossians 3:8 (HCSB) “But now you must also put away all the following:  anger, wrath, malice, slander, and filthy language from your mouth.” 

Ephesians 5:29 (HCSB) “Let no rotten talk come from your mouth, but only what is good for the building up of someone in need.”   


B. Be pure in CONDUCT.

Ephesians 4:1-2 (HCSB) “I urge you to walk worthy if the calling you have received, with all humility and gentleness, with patience, accepting one another in love.

2 Peter 3:11-12 (HCSB) “Since all these things are to be destroyed in this way, (it is clear) what sort of people you should be in holy conduct and godliness as you wait for and earnestly desire the coming of the day of God.”

How to become a Re-Salted Christian.
