NOTES


1 Corinthians 1:18-19 (NIV) “For the word of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God. For it is written, “I will destroy the wisdom of the wise, and the cleverness of the clever I will set aside.”

2 Corinthians 5:21 (NIV) “He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.”  

The Church has been given one major task
Mark 16:15 (NIV) “And He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to all creation.”

Matthew 28:18-20 (NIV) ‘All authority is given to me in heaven and earth, go therefore and make disciples of all nations (ethnos), baptizing them in the Name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy spirit; teaching them to do all that I have taught you; and lo I am with you even to the end of the earth.”

Our God-given task = “to gossip the Gospel”

Let’s take a moment to consider again the deeper meaning of the Cross.

First:  Consider the CHARACTER of the One who was crucified.

2 Corinthians 5:21 “He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.”  

There was no sin outwardly because there was no sin inwardly.

1 Peter 3:18 (NIV) “For Christ also died for sins once for all, the just for the unjust, in order that He might bring us to God, having been put to death in the flesh, but made alive in the Spirit.”

Hebrews 7:26-28 (NIV) “For it was fitting that we should have such a high priest: holy, innocent, undefiled, separated from sinners, and exalted above the heavens.  He doesn’t need to offer sacrifices every day, as high priests do – first for their own sins, then for those of the people. He did this once for all when He offered Himself.  For the law appoints as high priests men who are weak, but the promise of the oath, which came after the law, (appoints) a Son, who has been perfected forever.”

· “It was fitting” = That which is necessary – this is the kind needed.
· “Holy” = Set apart for God’s particular and specific use.
· “Innocent” = Harmless (Jesus injures no man).
· “Undefiled” = Free from any moral or spiritual blemish.
· “Separated from Sinners” = He is of an utterly different class.
· “Exalted above the Heavens” = God’s pleasure in His son.
Philippians 2: 9-11 (NIV) “For this reason also, God highly exalted Him, and bestowed on Him the name which is above every name, so that at the name of Jesus every knee will bow, of those who are in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and that every tongue will confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.”

Second:  Consider the SACRIFICE of the One crucified.

2 Corinthians 5:21 (NIV) “He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.”

Isaiah 53:12 (NIV) “(He) was numbered with the transgressors.”

· He took our place = “on our behalf”

The Doctrine of Substitution

· He took our penalty = “He made Him … to be sin.”

Leviticus 16:21-22 (NIV) “He is to lay both hands on the head of the live goat and confess over it all the wickedness and rebellion of the Israelites – all their sins – and put them on the goats head.  He shall send the goat away into the desert in the care of a man appointed for the task.  The goat will carry on itself all their sins to a solitary place; and the man shall release it in the desert.”

Isaiah 53:6 “The LORD has laid on him (that is, on Christ) the iniquity of us all.”

Third:  Consider the GIFT of the One that was crucified.

2 Corinthians 5:21 (NIV) “He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.”

THE GREAT EXCHANGE:

· He was condemned that we might be JUSTIFIED.
· He bore our sin that we might be SET FREE.

· He died that we might LIVE.

· He suffered that we might be REDEEMED.

· He was made sin that we might be made RIGHTEOUS.

The Doctrine of Imputation

· He takes our debt and we get His CREDIT.

Memory Verse:  2 Corinthians 5:20-21 (NIV) “We are ambassadors for Christ, as though God were making an appeal through us; we beg you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God. He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.”
