      NOTES


The whole plan, purpose and implementation of our deliverance from sin is the work of the Father, coming straight from His heart.

Romans 5:8 (NIV) “But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.”

Romans 5:8 (MSG) “But God put his love on the line for us by offering his Son in sacrificial death while we were of no use whatever to him.”
2 Corinthians 5:18-19 (NLT) “And all of this is a gift from God, who brought us back to himself through Christ. And God has given us this task of reconciling people to him. For God was in Christ, reconciling the world to himself, no longer counting people’s sins against them. And he gave us this wonderful message of reconciliation.”

John 3:16 (NIV) “For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish, but have eternal life.”
Isaiah 53:10-12 (MSG) “Still, it’s what God had in mind all along, to crush him with pain. The plan was that he give himself as an offering for sin so that he’d see life come from it—life, life, and more life.  And God’s plan will deeply prosper through him.  Out of that terrible travail of soul, he’ll see that it’s worth it and be glad he did it. Through what he experienced, my righteous one, my servant, will make many “righteous ones,” as he himself carries the burden of their sins. Therefore I’ll reward him extravagantly—the best of everything, the highest honors—Because he looked death in the face and didn’t flinch, because he embraced the company of the lowest. He took on his own shoulders the sin of the many, he took up the cause of all the black sheep.”
First: At the cross God’s WRATH is SATISFIED.

Romans 3:24 (AMP)  “Being justified as a gift by His grace through the redemption which is in Christ Jesus; Whom God displayed publicly as a propitiation in His blood.”

Luke 13:5 (NLT) “I tell you again that unless you repent, you will perish, too.”
2 Thessalonians 1:8-9 (MSG) “Those who refuse to know God and refuse to obey the Message will pay for what they’ve done. 9Eternal exile from the presence of the Master and his splendid power is their sentence.”
Hebrews 7:22-28 (NLT) “Because of this oath, Jesus is the one who guarantees this better covenant with God. There were many priests under the old system, for death prevented them from remaining in office. But because Jesus lives forever, his priesthood lasts forever. Therefore he is able, once and forever, to save those who come to God through him. He lives forever to intercede with God on their behalf. He is the kind of high priest we need because he is holy and blameless, unstained by sin. He has been set apart from sinners and has been given the highest place of honor in heaven. Unlike those other high priests, he does not need to offer sacrifices every day. They did this for their own sins first and then for the sins of the people. But Jesus did this once for all when he offered himself as the sacrifice for the people’s sins. The law appointed high priests who were limited by human weakness. But after the law was given, God appointed his Son with an oath, and his Son has been made the perfect High Priest forever.”
Second: At the cross God’s JUSTICE is DEMONSTRATED .

Romans 3:25-26 (NKJV) “whom God set forth as a propitiation by His blood, through faith, to demonstrate His righteousness, because in His forbearance God had passed over the sins that were previously committed, to demonstrate at the present time His justice, that He might be just and the justifier of the one who has faith in Jesus.”
Romans 3:26 (AMP) “He did it to demonstrate his justice at the present time, so as to be just and the one who justifies those who have faith in Jesus.”
Third: AT the cross we see God’s GRACE OUTPOURED.

Romans 3:23-24 (NLT) “For everyone has sinned; we all fall short of God’s glorious standard. Yet God, with undeserved kindness, declares that we are righteous. He did this through Christ Jesus when he freed us from the penalty for our sins.”
Romans 6:23 (MSG) “Work hard for sin your whole life and your pension is death. But God’s gift is real life, eternal life, delivered by Jesus, our Master.”

Jesus shed His blood upon the cross by the will of the Father and what was a place of judgment is now a mercy seat for anyone and everyone who will come to God through Jesus Christ alone.

Why must men and women come to God by the way of the cross?

Why are all your good efforts insufficient to achieve God’s forgiveness?

Has the blood of Jesus ever been applied to your heart?

What action will you take this week to obey what God has shown you?
